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The two common species in Black Sea Region of Turkey are Myoxus glis and Dryomys nitedula.  In the present study, species of M. glis and D. nitedula were karyologically studied. The C–banding pattern of M. glis is illustrated for the first time in this study. Furthermore, the G- and C-banded patterns are provided for the first time in Black Sea Region populations in Turkey of the two species.
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
